OAKVILLE, ONTARIO, CANADA, and CARLSBAD, CALIFORNIA, U.S.A., August 10, 2001 — The Royal Canadian Golf Association and
Callaway Golf Company (NYSE: ELY) jointly announced today that they have mutually agreed to resolve their past differences and
dismiss a lawsuit filed in the Central District of California in May of 2000. Each side will bear its own costs and attorneys fees;
neither side has sought blame for any wrongdoing.
